Last week a young male knocked on a Champion Forest resident's front door asking to complete a 
purchase of a pickup truck.  The young man claimed he had made a $150 deposit in the resident's 
driveway to purchase a truck.  The resident told the young man that he knew nothing of the matter.  
After the man left, the resident reported the incident to the Constables. 

The next day the young man again contacted the resident by phone.  The resident could hear the 
young man's mother counseling him in the background, saying he had lost his deposit to a scam 
artist.  The resident got the young man's phone number from caller ID and reported the incident to 
Constable's Dispatch.   

Officer Finley phoned the young man who said he had been trying to buy a Ford F-150 Harley 
Davidson Edition.  Officer Finley began looking for the truck on his patrols and found the truck 
parked in the Raveneaux parking lot directly across the street from the resident's home.  The driver 
was apprehended for questioning and was found to have warrants for his arrest in four states.  The 
pickup was determined to be stolen.  This incident is spotlighted in this month's Constable Corner 
below. 

Information reported by the resident, a member of the Neighborhood Watch Committee on this 
suspicious activity provided the key leads that led to the suspect's arrest.  "Lt. Finley was able to get 
a good description of the pickup truck from the young man that knocked on my door" explained Fred 
Jones.  "I didn't think anything would come of it when I reported it to Lt. Finley, but he followed up 
and nailed the guy.  If I had not gotten interested in the Neighborhood Watch Program, I would have 
never taken the time to report the incident."  

Providing Lt. Finley with a bit of good information and timely opportunity can make a very big 
difference.  This is certainly a success story for the Neighborhood Watch Program and another 
example of the diligence provided by our law enforcement partners.

Champion Forest eNews From Lt. Larry Finley 

  
  
Last weekend a white male driving a black Ford F150 Harley-Davidson Edition 
pick up with no license plates represented himself as the resident of Champion 
Forest while parked in the driveway of a resident on Cypresswood Drive.  While 
there he met another individual and scammed him out of cash money while the 
real resident was not at home.   
  

On Friday, May 2, Lt Finley observed the vehicle parked in the Raveneaux 
Country Club parking lot but the suspect was gone.  After setting up a perimeter 
the suspect was observed exiting the club and walking away in the opposite 
direction.  Deputies were able to detain the suspect for questioning.  The suspect 
attempted to con the officers with false information as to his identity.  He also gave 
an address in Champion Forest as his home address however that address he 
gave was known by Lt. Finley to be false as he is familiar with the residents and 
knew the suspect did not live there.  The fifty thousand dollar pick up truck was 
determined to have been stolen out of Houston, Texas and was seized. 
  

The suspect was eventually identified as twenty seven year old Adam Fuller who 
was recently released from prison and was now wanted in four states for other 
charges.   
  

Unknown at the time to the deputies but Houston PD had run a television news 
bulletin Thursday evening seeking assistance in locating Fuller and the stolen 
vehicle. �� 
  

Fuller, who has an extensive criminal history in multiple states, is a smooth talking 
con-man who uses the names of well known individuals to take advantage of other 
people's trusts in order to further his criminal activities.  He has no permanent 
home address and was living out of the stolen vehicle while exploiting others to 
provided him with access to professional sports players and private parties in 
luxury hotels in the Galleria area.   He also has a long list of alias names. 
  

Since his arrest, Houston PD detectives have added Felony Theft to Fuller's long 
list of criminal activities and more charges are expected.  Currently he is in the 
Harris County Jail pending trial in Texas before being expedited to other states to 
appear before their courts.
